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Abstract

The present study presents Autoethnography, a challenging qualitative research
method, which emerged in late 1970’s as a transformative suggestion for the scien-
tific research by the postmodern “relevant philosophy”. It is a research method that
prioritises the scientist’s personal experience as a vehicle towards the understanding
of the under investigation issue; it allows the researchers to write in a personal style
and based on their experience to widen the perspectives of understanding of the social
phenomenon or the culture they selected to deal with constituting thus a form of re-
flexivity. The term means in essence a shift towards the critical examination of the self
(self-reflection) and writing about it. It spurs the researchers to reflect on their experi-
ences, discover and reveal their reflections.

Apart from discussing main theoretical considerations of Autoethnography, the
present study deals with more specific issues related to it. More specifically,

- the types of Autoethnography, namely, the Analytic and the Evocative ones. In
the first case the autoethnographic study focuses on an intentional research analysis,
while in the second one on a more «artistic» endeavour that aims at evoking feelings to
its readers. More recently, on the basis of a different criterion, the Cooperative type of
Autoehnography has been added to this categorization

- the instruments used by the method (apart from the aforementioned lived per-
sonal experience) that contribute to its theoretical framing (interviews, participant
observation, analysis of documents, research diaries, study of the Press, literary and
poetic extracts, anything that could facilitate the recall of past or recent memories by
the researcher)

- the (free) structure of the autoethnographic text and the ethics of the method
(e.g. the autoethnographers’ vulnerability when they unveil themselves)

- the critique against the method (emphasis on the lack of objectivity) and the ar-
guments for it.

Since Autoethnography is an uncharted issue in Greece, eight cases of autoethno-
graphic studies are presented at the end of the work to further support the theoretical
issues discussed in this study.
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
